Technical expertise will be provided by professionals
from Alberta Agriculture and Irrigation, Alberta
Environment and Protected Areas, Alberta Health
Services, and licensed well water contractors.

NOTICE OF ROAD BANS

With Spring temperatures due to arrive the County may implement
Road Bans to protect the road surface from heavy vehicle damage.

Currently there are no Road Bans in place, however this could change
quickly dependent on weather conditions. Road Bans will be posted
online and an updated list can be provided by the County office.
